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1. Overall Description:

TSG-T2 would like to thank TSG-SA5 for their response in Liaison Statement T2-020018 (S5-010750) on the subject of VASP MMS Connectivity. 

Having reviewed the points raised in the LS, TSG-T2 would like to provide the following comments.

· Creating CDR by VASP. The LS confirmed that VASP CDR generation, although relevant for VASP MMS Connectivity, are out of scope of 3GPP standardisation, as it was also the original understanding of TSG-T2. 

· Creating CDR by MMS Relay/Server. TSG-T2 confirms that MMS VASP Connectivity brings additional requirements onto the CDR generated by the MMS Relay/Server. In fact, TSG-T2 has requested (maybe here it’s better to put some reference?) SA5 to include in the Rel.5 of TS 32.235 some charging parameters that were identified as relevant for the MMS VASP Connectivity, for example the VASP Service Code. Service Code is an optional parameter (e.g. in MM7_Submit.REQ) the VASP may pass to the MMS Relay/Server to represent the ‘charging class’ of a submitted MM.

· Support for Prepaid. TSG-T2 confirms that Prepaid charging is not part of Rel.5 of MMS. For Rel.6 TSG-T2 is willing to cooperate with SA5 on MMS Prepaid aspects, including those specifically related to MMS VASP Connectivity.

· Open standards for MM7. Already in Rel.5, TSG-T2 is targeting a MM7 Stage 3 specification that is based on open standard protocols such as HTTP and SOAP (1.1), that have also been accepted by 3GPP for OSA Stage 3. 

· ebXML. Unfortunately, TSG-T2 is not fully aware of the ebXML specifications being mentioned by SA5 in their LS as well as of how of ebXML relates to 3GPP OSA. For this reason, TSG-T2 is not able to provide more comments on the implications of ebXML on MMS VASP Connectivity. SA5 is invited to better clarify how their work on Subscription Management (SuM) and also on ebXML Collaboration Partner Agreement CPP/CPA could be taken into account by TSG-T2 for the Rel.6 of VASP MMS Connectivity. 
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With reference to the picture provided in the LS and copied below, TSG-T2 confirms that the reference points IRP-1 and IRP-3 are not part of the Rel.5 MMS architecture. In fact, the reference point IRP-3 is out of scope of the MMS architecture. 

As far as the reference point IRP-1 is concerned, TSG-T2 would need more clarifications from SA5 in order to see if there are aspects that should be taken into account for Rel.6 of MMS, and specifically for MMS VASP Connectivity.

· VASP directly connected to MMS Relay/Server vs. VASP connected via OSA. As strongly requested by most TSG-T2 members, the aim of TSG-T2 for Rel.5 is that of producing a basic but reasonably complete (Stage 2 and Stage 3) set of core messaging functionalities, sufficient to enable operators to support relevant business models involving VASP MMS Connectivity. 

The Rel.5 of MM7 will allow a ‘direct connectivity’ between MMS Relay/Server and VASP. No OSA gateway (SCS/SCF) is assumed for Rel.5 between MMS Relay/Server and VASP. 

TSG-T2 understands that it is responsibility of 3GPP WG working on OSA (SA1, SA2, CN5) to define a comprehensive open service architecture for VASP Connectivity. TSG-T2 is focusing on core messaging API and does not make assumptions for those aspects that 3GPP refers to as OSA Framework API. 

The integration beween MMS and OSA is a work item for Rel.6 or later, as decided at T2#15 (Cancun). 

In conclusion, TSG-T2 invites SA5 to a joint meeting aimed at discussing MMS VASP Connectivity requirements for Rel.6, including both those already identified but not included in Rel.5 for lack of time.  

At the same time, TSG-T2 requests SA5 to finalize the Charging and Billing aspects of VASP MMS Connectivity that are within the scope of the Rel.5. 

2. Actions:

T2 asks SA5 to have a joint meeting in order to identify and discuss the issues relevant for Rel-6 of the MMS VASP Connectivity.

ACTION: 
T2 asks SA5 to include in the Rel.5 of the MMS CDR standard the parameters that were identified as relevant and appropriate for the MMS VASP Connectivity.
