During the joint T2/T3 MMS and USIM ad hoc meeting of last week, there was

an point left open about the status byte of the notification file. (Please

note that the open issues originate from the proposed CRs to the USIM spec

which were discussed at that meeting, T3z020002 and T3z020010.)

During the meeting it was agreed that - together with the MMS notification -

a status byte be stored on the USIM. That status byte shall indicate the

status of the notification/MM.

It was AGREED that the following status values be stored on the USIM:

* Free space/Used space

        (Indicates whether that USIM memory is empty or not.)

* Not Read/Read

        (Indicates the status of the MMS notification stored on the USIM,

i.e. whether it has been read/handled or not.)

* Not Retrieved/Retrieved/Rejected/Forwarded

        (Indicates the status of the MM associated with the MMS notification

- with self-explaining values.)

* Delivery report not allowed/allowed

        (Indicates whether or not the creation of a delivery report was

allowed for the MM associated with the MMS notification.)

The OPEN question is if the following information/values are also needed in

the status byte:

* Delivery report not requested/requested

        (Indicates whether or not a delivery report was requested by the

sender of the associated MM.)

* Reply-charged MM: yes/no

        (Indicates whether a reply to the associated MM is (intended to be)

for free.)
