> This is an optional element which shall be provided if references are made to other documents. > References shall normally be given to Standards and Recommendations issued by recognized 

> standardization bodies. 

What is the list of 3GPP recognized standardization bodies?

> Referencing of documents other than Standards and Recommendations are allowed under the 

> following conditions:

> - all referenced text shall be publicly available in the English language during the approval 

> phases and for the expected lifetime of the 3GPP TS or 3GPP TR, via the originating body or via > the 3GPP Support Team;

Since references must be publicly available for the expected lifetime 

of the 3GPP TS, what is 3GPP's policy regarding referencing links on 

a website.  Does 3GPP require an agreement / guarantee with the website owner to 

provide access to the document and rights for redistribution?

> - if public availability cannot be guaranteed over a period of time as stated above, the 

> originating body of the referenced text shall give 3GPP or its constituent Organizational 

> Partners the right to reproduce the text;

Does 3GPP have an agreement with Sun Microsystems to guarantee the unchanged availability 

of the MExE referenced documents or does 3GPP have rights to reproduce the MExE Java referenced 

documents?

> - if the referenced text will not be made publicly available otherwise, agreement permitting 

> 3GPP or its Organizational Partners to take over the copying and distribution rights will be 

> required, in which case it shall be made available to 3GPP or its Organizational Partners in an > agreed electronic format;

Does 3GPP have agreements with Sun Microsystems to take over copying and distribution rights?

What is the definition of publicly available?  Is a document considered publicly 

available if the following is required before accessing the specification?

 - Required agreement to contribute IPR

 - Required Use License

 - Required Access and Support agreement to controlled tests.

 - Required passing the controlled tests 6 months prior to building an implementation

> - all copyright and other IPR issues shall have been settled;

Does 3GPP have settled copyright and IPR issues with Sun Microsystems? 

What type of agreement does 3GPP have with Sun Microsystems?

> - the 3GPP Support Team shall establish and maintain a list of the

> referenced documents and the relevant external bodies, for document tracking and cross-

> referencing purposes, and keep the necessary liaison with the originating body.

>

> The list of references shall be introduced by the wording given in the approved 3GPP TS / TR 

> template.

>

> The list shall not include the following:

> - documents that are not publicly available;

> - documents which are not explicitly cited in the provisions of the deliverable (such documents > may be listed in a bibliography (see subclause 6.4.2)).

> - Use the EX style, if using numbered references; enclose the numbers in square brackets and 

> separate the numbering from the title with a tab (you may use sequence fields for automatically > numbering references, see clause H.4: "Sequence numbering").

> - Use the Normal style, if not using numbered references.
