In 3GPP specification TS23.140 it is stated that MSISDN (E.164) or email (RFC2822) or both schemes to address the MMS recipient should be supported in the terminal. 

The operators in GSM Association require to be able to choose which 
addressing scheme should be offered to their customers. It is therefore required that both MSISDN and email addressing schemes shall be supported by the terminal to allow operator choice.

We therefore request 3GPP T2 to amend the wording in specification TS23.140 to say that both MSISDN and email addressing schemes shall be mandatory in the terminal.
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
