1. Overall Description:

In response to the T3’s action to T2 (to provide a clear view of the actual maximum size for an MM, and the potential development in the future) expressed in the LS T3-030434 / T2-030386, T2 has following response.

3GPP does not put any limitation on the maximum size for an MM now, and has no intention to put any such limitation on MM size. 

T2 is aware of work ongoing in OMA that defines typical MMs within the range from 30 to 300 kilobytes depending on the content within an MM. It is also expected that maximum size of non-typical MMs could be beyond the above limits.

The above-mentioned limit on the maximum size for an MM applies to the Rel-5 MMS. The OMA work for Rel-6 MMS terminal interface is yet to commence. Thus, it is not yet clear what would be the limit on the maximum size for an MM in Rel-6 MMS if any. 

In addition, T2 does not plan to define any kind of future maximum size of an MM at this time.
