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High Level Document Summary: 

This document contains a LS from GSMA SerG to 3GPP SA1 (cc’ed to T2) on LS on MMS Prepay Service Requirements.
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SerG thanks SA1 for it’s response to SerG 166/03 (MMS Service Requirements) and is pleased to provide further clarification of the following specific requirement.


In its document 166/03 GSMA SerG   have the following requirements:

“Requirement:  
it is required that the system can return relevant error messages regarding the status of the system or message. For example

· …….

· In the case of pre-paid – not enough credit could be a relevant message returned.
SerG confirms that this should be interpreted in two parts:

a. If the Originator of the MM does not have enough credit to send a MM, they should receive an “Error Message” advising them of the situation. 



b. If the Recipient of the MM does not have enough credit to receive the message, 
and if the sender has requested a delivery report 
and if  the recipient has not denied the sending of a delivery report
then a delivery report shall be sent that indicates that the message was not delivered as a result of an action or inaction by the recipient.
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
