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This report contains a summary of the discussions and decisions taken regarding 31.101. 

NOTE some of the decisions taken will also have an impact on 31.102.

Decisions taken:

· The chapter “ICC specific files” is renamed to “Application independent files”

· A new chapter “Application independent protocol” is added after the “Application independent files”. This chapter will contain application independent behaviour taken from GSM 11.11 Ch. 11 and the application selection procedures in v0.5.0 of 31.101 as well as new behaviour that will come later.

· The old Ch. 10 is deleted:

· Ch 10.1 replaces the figure 9.1 – the text in clause 9 will also be updated.

· 10.1.1 – the EF-DIR file is moved to the “application independent files”.

· 10.3 will be a subclause in Ch. 9

· Chapter 11 has been removed:

· The text will be a part of the “application independent protocol” chapter.

· Chapter 12 has been spilt in two parts:

· The first part – the old Chs 12 – 12.5.2 has been renamed from “Description of generic commands” to ” Structure of commands and responses”

· 12.6 and onwards will now be a new chapter called “Generic Commands”

· The terminology has to be aligned: a function consists of a command and a response part – this will imply that the command description will have to be renamed to functional description and the text has to be updated.

· Change CHV1 to PIN from Ch. 11.11.

· As a general rule 31.101 states the requirement for 3G. Thus it is up to the other applications to indicate the exceptions to this.

· Introduce some kind of markers in the text that states that this text is SAT related and should be discarded for the moment - this will make it easier to put the text back in later on. The decision on this was that the text should be marked as hidden text with an editor’s note stating that this text is not part of the standard.

· There must not be too many choices, i.e. only very essential options should be included – this means e.g. that there will only be one way of delivering the STATUS from an application to the terminal – this means that the FCI template is now the mandatory way to indicate this information. If an application wishes to deviate from 31.101 it will have to this in the 31.102 peer document.

· To avoid confusion the following has been defined: the DF name has to contain the AID. 

Open Items:

· Authentication: the 31.101 part of the command has to be defined. 

· Coding of the class byte.
