Nokia has reviewed the T3-02385.DOC test spec and has highlighted some items for discussion & suggested correction.

Minutes of meeting :

Monday July 1st, 2002

As an introduction, Gemplus presented the meeting objective and agenda to participants (document T3z021300.ppt)

Participants summarized their contribution : 

-
Orga presented the RUN AT test scripts, saying that they limited the test to the data format of 8 bits.

-
Gemplus presented the Event Download, saying that the Event download with Subaddress needs to be coded and that there is a potential lack of homogeneity in testing conditions of some scripts, with the presence of “for example”. 

-
Nokia replied that clarification can be achieved by fixing the preconditions. 

The use of network simulators with clearly defined initial conditions will avoid problems of interpretation.

-
OCS presented the Launch Browser, saying that the format of some WAP session parameters required some precision and discussion : 

-
There was an imprecision noticed in the 11.14 requiring a change request for clarification on the Provisioning files, used for Launch Browser. Data file format to be defined.

-
I’M Technologies presented 2 commands of the BIP, saying that the missing command Open Channel also contains many parameters that need to be discussed.

· Nokia said that the spec document contains some sections that really need to be reworked before the spec can be acceptable for approval, essentially on the Send USSD and Send SS and Set Up Call.

-
Nokia browsed the highlighted items of the spec for discussion :

· Display Text, with the “no response from user” test case being enhanced during the session. 

This precision must be extended to all other cases of “no response from user”, action Gemplus during the session.

· Get Inkey : correction made in TLV formats

· Refresh, corrections in several test sequences

· Set Up Menu, clarification made on the “next action indicator”

· Set Up Call, precisions made on the “called party subaddress” 

· Send USSD : Nokia rejected the test scripts in their current format and suggested to make a proposal of corrected test scripts, if possible during the session

· Send SS, same as for Send USSD, with a lower degree of importance. 

TLVs to be filled

· Dual Slot : Nokia asked to review these commands before approval. 

· Discussion on general testing conditions and addition of the sentence :”Each test sequence shall be carried out independently unless otherwise stated.” This means that a given test sequence contains its own initial conditions making it possible to run any test in any order. 

· Gemplus presented the Event Download, with some corrections on TLV format made during the session.

· An incoherence was detected in the 11.14 spec requiring a CR on the MT CALL : contradiction between the 11.14 and the 24.008.

Tuesday July 2nd, 2002

· BIP : Participants reviewed the coding of BIP prepared by I’M and raised issues related to ME manufacturers requiring their expertise for test definition and coding. The Open Channel is left unspecified. Especially expertise on the GPRS parameters is expected.

· The commands for BIP in the current spec are left in TBD for the August T3 session. 

· ME manufacturers will be requested at the next T3 to contribute to the BIP coding.

· Send SS and Send DTMF  : Nokia agrees to submit rework on all these commands. 

Deadline = mid 08/02 for presentation to the next T3

· Send USSD :
